· Consider revisiting first and third stanzas for greater clarity.

· Continue logical progression of ideas and focusing on the topic.

· Review punctuation for poetry.

· Continue to work with rhyme scheme.

· Consider different word choices for clarity and meaning.

· Present and encourage on-going opportunities for writer to hear, read, and write poetry.
