Directions:  

1. Create a database about the schools of Catawba County.  

2. Open the database file:  Schools.wdb
3. Print a copy of the Schools database.  Students will use this worksheet to collect information necessary to complete the database.   Make copies of the Schools database worksheet for each student.  

4. Open your Internet browser.  

5. Have your students to direct their browser to Catawba County Schools home page www.catawba.k12.nc.us/

6. Have the students search through the school links to locate the following information: Address, City, Zip, Principal, Mascot, Population, and School Level.  Remind your students that there is a St. Stephens Elementary and High School, and a Maiden Elementary and High School.  They need to fill in the information for all of these.

7. You will need to e-mail principals to get the school’s population.  

8. For schools that do not have a mascot, your students will place “none” in this field.

9. After students have gathered all their information from the Internet, the students will to return to the Schools.wdb database to enter in this information.

**Note:  As new schools are built, you will have to enter these to the database.

Students will Save the new database file to a 3 ½ floppy, and name the database file Schools.

Once the students have entered in the information in their database, they will be ready to answer the Questions.
